Food Bank Donations
Regular produce donations from food bank volunteers provide overstock

fruits and vegetables to our residents, offering nutrition and enrichment while

giving surplus food a second life. We’re deeply grateful for this partnership

and the care behind each delivery.

Securing the Barn
Flooding had threatened the integrity of

the historic barn at the heart of the

sanctuary. We are working to regrade the

land, repair the barn’s foundation, and

install proper drainage—protecting the

animals today and allowing for future

improvements to housing, pasture, and

fencing.
